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Friday evening we were treated to two excellent performances at Heritage Park from percussionist Norman Hedman's ensemble Tropique and smooth jazz saxophonist Dave Koz and his first-rate band. Hedman was born in Jamaica and arrived in the United States when he was seven years old. He's been a member of the jazz units of Arthur Blythe, Chico Freeman and trumpeter Roy Hargrove. Hedman and company traced the sensual side of Latin, jazz, and all that's in between.
