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One could not ask for a more bonafide hit maker than Norman Hedman. With numerous number one recordings to his credit, there is no question that Norman Hedman's music has an essential accessibility that continues to earn him recognition. His rhythms have graced the albums and tours of Jean Carn, Gary Bartz, Chico Freeman, Arthur Blythe, John Hicks, Arturo Sandoval, Des'ree, New Kids On The Block, The Main Ingredient, Giovanni Hidalgo, Hilton Ruiz, New Birth, Daryl Hall, Alicia Keys, Mya,  and The Spinners. With his 1996 album Flight of the Spirit, Norman expanded from congero to bandleader, establishing himself as a composer and producer. His 1997 release Healing Hands spent four weeks on the Gavin charts, peaking at Number 14. His conceptual approach to Tropical / R & B and Latin, Norman Hedman’s Tropique, has been given a clear mandate by fans. Whether opening for Santana, Take Six, Kenny Garrett, or as a headliner, Norman's live appearances in the past year have found audiences moving to his music.  





The group's first CD, HEALING HANDS, spent an unprecedented two months on Gavin charts, and the group's 1999 release (on Arabesque), ONE STEP CLOSER, cracked the Gavin Top Ten chart in the summer of that year.  The release, One Step Closer, produced in association with the Berman Charitable Music Foundation, reached number 10 on the Gavin Jazz charts in 1999.  In November 2000, Tropique released its third CD, TAKEN BY SURPRISE, on Palmetto Records entering the Gavin Jazz Top Ten a mere five weeks after its release and was on the Grammy nomination list in 2001 for “Best Latin Jazz Album Of The Year.”  Norman Hedman performed on several movie scores as well such as:  Shaft, Mr.  Dolittle 2, & Ali, just to name a few.
